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ABSTRACT
Hinduism, the oldest religion in the world, has long history
and it can go back to the Indus valley civilization. In Vedic
Period, the Hindu Triad-Brahma, Vishnu and Shiva were
not popular. In later Purana Period, their characters
developed greatly and they became more superior and in
turn, the famous Vedic gods, Surya, Indra and Agni became
inferior.
